WAYS TO PRAY FOR UPGs & THE LOST

As we pray for these UPGs we pray against the spiritual forces or barriers and influences placed by Satan in their lives. Be attentive to these things and ask God to break through these barriers.
· cultural barriers
· preconceived notions/ideas
· family values and issues		
· thought processes that are negative/adverse
· religious beliefs/teaching that are false	
· strongholds in life and culture contrary to the Truth of Christ	
· political/government barriers


We also pray, asking God to do certain things in their lives and to move in certain ways. 
1) Ask for a sense of void in the unbeliever’s life, for a longing to know the One True God
2) Ask for a believer who is bold in sharing to cross their path and explain things like Ananias did with Saul. (Acts 9:10-19)
3) Ask for the lost to have visions and dreams of Jesus Christ, realizing He is the only One to meet their needs. 
4) Pray for groups to hear and respond together – families, neighbors, friends
5)  Pray scriptures over them.

Here are a few things we can pray for the persecuted believer:
· Pray for their faith to grow deeper in the midst of persecution
· Pray for sympathizers and openness among family, friends, and neighbors
· Ask for a strong witness to be given – knowingly or unknowingly by their walk of faith in the midst of persecution
· Pray for physical comfort and needs
· Ask for wisdom for the person discipling them in the faith journey
