Vietnam is a beautiful country stretching down the eastern side of the
IndoChina Peninsula. Its history is known from wars between the north
and south and some bordering countries. Today it is a nation with
stability and peace overall. The war of the 1970's that America supported
led to many Vietnamese people fleeing the country and seeking a new
home in America. Today there are approximately 2.2 million people of
Vietnamese descent in the USA. It is the 4th largest Asian American
ethnic group in the USA and their language is the 5th most spoken
language. Many who came here are followers of the Roman Catholic
church. Most Vietnamese come today as immigrants seeking a better
education and opportunity to improve life for they and their families.
They often already have family in the USA. They work in professional jobs
as well as run markets, restaurants, beauty salons and other shops.
